Clarkston, Georgia is one of the most densely populated, diverse cities in
the United States — home to thousands of refugees from countries across the
Middle East and Asia who have left their war-torn countries for a safer, better
life in America.

New Home, New Hope provides one-on-one evangelism outreach to these
refugee families —first by helping meet their physical needs; then by helping
meet their spiritual needs through sharing the Gospel.
