Sam has helped tsunami survivors with life skills programs such as sewing
centers and other community projects, including distribution of fishing nets,
school uniforms and Bibles.

With CBF mission’s support, Sam has helped with medical clinics in remote
areas, film ministry, training, evangelism and church planting.

Sam is a member of DBC, but his ministry requires him to visit other churches
on many Sunday mornings.
